· You are applying on the basis of a project proposal for which you are seeking funding,
PART ONE – INTRODUCTION:

Thank you for your interest in applying to attend the 4th in this series of World Youth Congresses. Building on the success of the first three Congresses, this one adds a new category of delegate – young educators. Further, it adds some new conditions for your acceptance. All delegates must be under 30, in possession of a valid passport, and passionate about sustainable development, the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals and the promotion of a culture of peace and universal human rights for all. Here are the different categories under which you can apply:

Young Development Activist: These are young people who have done, or are planning to do, an innovative project in the field of development and wish to present the results of their experience at the Congress – either at the Congress Exhibition, or in a Skills Workshop. Projects can be in the field of community development or social enterprise – education, health-care, infrastructure development: building roads, water supply and sanitation systems etc. We are also keen to include the experience of young entrepreneurs who have started their own small businesses – or who want to start an income-generating project. Small project grants are available to young activists to support very special Youth-led Development projects ahead of the Congress.

A few places in this category will be reserved for those who have shown exceptional leadership in youth organisations that promote and empower youth to action in the political field – student unions, lobbying groups, political action groups etc

Young Journalist: We have long understood that many millions more young people will receive the messages of the Congress via TV, radio and newspapers than can ever attend. So – from the first one, we have welcomed young reporters to come and communicate the amazing stories of the young people gathered at each Congress to the wider world.  If you are a working young journalist,an experienced freelance, caricaturist or a blogger APPLY HERE – and come cover one of the most extraordinary youth events the world has ever seen!
Young Artist/Performer: The World Youth Congress series is famous for the quality of its cultural programmes. So we are looking for the best young performers in the world whose work carries a message that relates to the empowerment of young people to rise to their generational challenge of making poverty history in a sustainable way, or of promoting human rights, or ways to help the United Nations achieve the Millennium Development Goals.
